CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOUR EXPECTATIONS

The following are the conduct and behavioral expectations for participants while representing Westwinds Music Society. This applies to all tours and any other related activity.  

The behavior of each individual affects fellow travelers, music directors, tour organizers, and hosting citizens.  The consequences of your behavior are not restricted to you alone.  Please consider this when making choices. Your personal decisions and resulting conduct should be based on mutual respect for all others and should be appropriate at all times.

As an ambassador for your community, you foster goodwill and understanding among members of the general public as well as people of the places you will visit.  

1. All music activities are governed under the authority of Westwinds Music Society.  As such, all policies of Westwinds Music Society will be in effect for the duration of all activities. 
2. Participants are required to maintain the highest standards of conduct at all times.  In cases of serious infractions of the rules during a tour or related activity, a participant may be asked to leave the group.
3. All participants will show respect at all times for themselves, others and all property.

4. Participants are required to participate in all aspects of the itinerary as provided, including any modifications that may be made.

5. All participants must adhere to Canadian and local laws.

6. All times stated in the itinerary or schedule for each event, including modifications that may be made, must be adhered to by all participants. 

7. In the event of a participant(s) failing to arrive at a departure location on time, participant(s) may be left to find their way to the next location or event on their own.  The participant(s) involved will be responsible for all costs incurred by them.

8. The proper location for loading as designated in the daily instructions.

9. Uniforms must be kept neat and clean.  

Each participant has a responsibility to help make each activity not only an enjoyable experience, but also a successful and memorable one for all concerned.

· take care of yourself, your belongings and each other.  
· be positive, pleasant, cooperative, sociable and above all, tolerant.  
· always conduct yourself in a manner that will be a credit to yourself, to Westwinds and your community.
